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Adult Education Class 

The Great Falls Model Railroad Club meets on the 
third Thursday of every month from 7 to 9 p.m. at 
the club home at 144 Mill Street, Auburn, Maine 
(see map for location).  Club meetings usually 
include a railroad video for the first thirty minutes, 
a business meeting, and helpful “how-to” clinics. 
Construction continues every Wednesday evening 
and Saturday morning on a permanent multi-level 
HO layout. Others work with n-scale and G-gauge.  
 
Model railroading education is a major function of 
our club.  Twice a year, we teach an eight-week 
evening course in model railroading through the 
Auburn Adult Education program.  The club has 
an extensive library with books, magazines, slides, 
and historical papers.  As part of our community 
outreach and educational emphasis, club members 
provide special programs and take our modular 
layout to schools, museums, hospitals, nursing 
homes, hospitals, and public events such as the 
Christmas activities in Auburn, Lewiston, and 
South Paris.  Several club members are certified 
Operation Lifesaver presenters who explain 
railroad safety to students and other groups of all 
ages, interests, and occupations.  We host an 
annual model railroad show at the Auburn Middle 
School on the first Saturday in November and a 
Christmas ExTRAINaganza at the club house 
during the last two weekends in November.  We 
also participate in model railroad shows in 
Portland, Sanford, and Augusta.  
 
 
Member videographers have made popular thirty-
minute shows for local cable access television 
stations throughout Maine.  TRAIN TIME videos 
currently include real trains from New England, 
New York, Pennsylvania, and California.  Other 
programs show model trains and “how to” clinics 
for model railroaders. 

Membership is open to families, students, and
