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Model railroading education is a major function of 
our club.  We teach Model Railroading as an eight-
week evening adult education course at Edward 
Little High School in Auburn twice a year.  As part 
of our educational thrust, club members take our 
modular layout to nursing homes, hospitals, 
museums, Boy Scout functions, children’s shows, 
and special events such as the Balloon Festival and 
Christmas exhibits in Auburn and Lewiston.  We 
provide programs for retirement groups and others.  
The Great Falls Model Railroad Club is 
committed to promoting and explaining the hobby 
by answering questions at public shows and 
special events.  With a club of this size, if one 
member doesn’t know the answer to a question, 
another one does.   

    
Several club members have special railroad interests 
in addition to modeling.  The club builds a small 
layout each year, which is taken to children’s shows 
and used for teaching railroad safety at schools, 
driver education courses, bus driver institutes, and 
transportation exhibits.  Member videographers have 
made popular thirty-minute shows for local cable 
access television stations throughout Maine.  TRAIN 
TIME includes shows with real trains from all over 
the Northeast and as far south as Virginia.  Some 
programs show model trains and “how to” clinics for 
model railroaders.   

 
The club meets on the third Thursday of every month 
from 7 to 9 p.m. at the club home at 144 Mill Street 
in New Auburn (see map for location).  Club 
meetings usually include a railroad video for the first 
thirty�minutes, a business meeting, and helpful “how-
to” clinics or videos.  Work and operating�sessions 
are held every Wednesday evening beginning at 7:00.
